Questions/topics related to FRS data quality
Since the overarching goal of the workgroup is to improve FRS data quality, we first need to better understand what it is. Hopefully this approach will help us set goals and priorities for the workgroup.

Core elements of data quality

Completeness – How much of what should be in FRS is in FRS?

· Which data elements are incomplete?
· Which individual facilities are missing?

· Which program systems are not included in FRS? 
· How can assist states and tribes in flowing FRS data through the EN?

· Do we need to consider adding a submit capability to FacID3.0?

· Which states and tribes are not capable of flowing FRS data?
Accuracy – How accurate is the data in FRS?

· How does the best pick process work?

· What’s the pecking order? – Which data corrections will be erased the next time FRS is updated?
· How is data reported directly from states utilized in the best pick process?

· Are some states generating unique facility IDs that should be included in the best pick process?

· How can data stewards correct FRS data?

· In facility locations?

· In facility names?

· Are there ways we could apply global MAD (method, accuracy, and description) codes to locational data reported to FRS?
Timeliness 
· How frequently do FRS users need data to be refreshed? 
· How quickly does FRS need to process updates? 
· Do we need to provide FRS archives to enable trend analysis or to recreate queries?

Consistency
· Is the FRS data standard being applied correctly and consistently?

·  How can we get more programs (and states!) using the same high quality FRS-validated data?

Additional elements of FRS data quality
Relevance – is the data relevant to its use?
· How relevant are the data in FRS? (We need to do some FRS Spring cleaning)

· What data needs to be in FRS (vs. Envirofacts, for example)? Schools?

Transparency – users need to understand FRS data and how it’s generated
· Is FRS documentation/metadata sufficiently complete and clear?

Other issues and questions to consider
· Validity and Truth
· How can we measure FRS data quality?

· Compare raw data (%incomplete, or with errors) to FRS best pick (% matched with QA'd data), etc.

· Data quality dashboard statistics

· How good does FRS data need to be in order to be usable?
· Poor quality data can often be used if its limitations are understood
· How can be better capture and describe data limitations?
· How can we know and represent to end users whether a facility is currently regulated or a site is currently active?
