Requesting Access
1. Open a browser session and go to www.epa.gov/sor

You will see the main System of Registries web page
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2. On the blue bar on the left hand side, click on the link “Login for EPA & Partners”

3. The login page for the System of Registries will display.
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Click on the CLICK HERE link 
Enter the requested information on the following form:
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4.  Click “continue”. The second part displays.
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The requested information includes the name and contact information for an EPA sponsor, a password, and the “System of Registries” as the Community of Interest. When done, click on the “submit” button.


5. A feedback message is displayed:
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6. An email is sent to the requestor confirming their registration request, an email is sent to the EPA sponsor and an email is sent to the managers of the community.

Granting access

1. The SoR Community Manager checks with the sponsor to determine if the request is legitimate. 

2. To grant access, the community manager takes either of the following actions:
a. Using the System of Registries Administration function
i. Log in the System of Registries as an Administrator,
ii. Go to “Administration” tab, “User Access” sub-tab
iii. Click on the “Action” column and a green check mark will display next to the name. The request is approved.
b. Using Oracle Portal 
i. Log in Oracle Portal
ii. Go to the “Pending Access Requests” under the “Community Access” menu item to display the list of pending access requests.
iii. Check the boxes next to the requested that you wish to approve and click on the “Submit” button below. The requests will be approved.
c. The community manager sends an email to the Oracle Portal Manager and requests approval for the user in the System of Registries community

3. An email is automatically sent to the requester, communicating the approval or rejection of the request
