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1 Introduction

1.1 Document Purpose

This document describes the user processes for the Reusable Component Services (RCS) registry. RCS allows privileged users add, edit, and delete assets in the CentraSite repository. Outlined within this document are the steps to add, edit, browse, search, delete assets, and generate reports based on templates.

1.2 Project/Enhancement Overview

Reusable Component Services provides a central point of access to a broad range of components and services catalogued and stored in various registries and repositories. The Registry enables reuse of components, which helps reduce costs, speed development, and produce higher-quality systems and applications. The RCS enhancement to the System of Registries (SoR) project provides access to the CentraSite repository and modifies the existing RCS registry layout which was designed with the initial release of the SoR. 
1.3 Document Audience

This document is intended for use between CGI Federal and the Data Standards Branch (DSB) and any Reusable Component Services users who will be granted system administrator rights to the CentraSite tool. Lico Galindo is the main contact within the DSB and is responsible for the RCS registry.
2 System Description
The Reusable Component Services registry was built by customizing the CentraSite commercial off-the-shelf (COTS) tool. Any metadata fields marked with an asterisk (*) indicates a required field.
2.1 Home
The Welcome sub-tab has shortcuts, links to CentraSite resources, and the ability to edit user preferences. CentraSite is the COTS tool being leveraged to create RCS. Both a header and footer exist on every tab and sub-tab of RCS. The header content is static (unchanging) however the footer changes based on the pages visited by the user. Unless the user specifically closes a page, it remains in the footer for easy access.

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2.1.1 My CentraSite
The My CentraSite sub-tab is only available to authenticated users. Click the My CentraSite sub-tab under the Home tab. Using the left-side navigation links the user can navigate through a variety of options (Approvals, Registrations, Notifications, etc.). Clicking the link on the left opens new views on the right portion of the screen. This screen will be used by asset Registrars and EPA Approvers as custom assets move through the approval process.

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The user can click on the My Favorites menu to expand its contents. This menu keeps track of assets the user consumes, assets the user provides, user specified lists, and any assets that have been added to the user’s favorites. Clicking on the selections Assets I Consume, Assets I Provide, or John Harman’s List (user-specified list of assets) will expand to show the selection’s contents on the right side of the screen. Assets added to the user’s favorites display without any icon (ex. EPA Enterprise WAM web services client).

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2.2 Asset Catalog

2.2.1 Asset Browse

Click the Browse sub-tab under the Asset Catalog tab. The Types column shows each of the asset types currently available. Assets only display if the user has selected the asset type, by checking the checkbox, and pressed the “Update" button. In order to request additional asset types you must contact the system administrator. All assets for the selected asset type(s) display in the Assets column. There are several options available for the assets listed: Click the checkbox next to an asset then Delete, Register as Consumer, Export (icon in upper right); Click on the asset name to open the asset and view asset details; Right click on the asset to open the actions menu (see Figure 2‑28).

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Clicking the checkbox next to the “Update” button in the Types column will select or deselect all asset types. The assets displayed will not refresh until the “Update” button is pressed.

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2.2.2 Authenticated Users

2.2.2.1 Adding an Asset
Add an asset to the repository by pressing the “Add Asset” button at the top of the Browse sub-tab of the Asset Catalog tab. A popup displays prompting for basic asset details.

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The add asset popup prompts the user for an Asset Type, Name and Organization with the option to enter a Description and Initial Version.

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After pressing the “OK” button, the new asset displays with blanks for all the metadata fields. The user should enter as much metadata as possible to ensure a robust asset. The asset is not created until pressing the “Save” button. At the top of every asset, there is asset information concerning: asset type, name, description, version, created date, last modified date, asset organization and asset owner (submitter of the asset). Click on the Contact tab.

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The Contact tab provides information on the Program Manager, Steward and Submitter of the asset. This information is necessary for any parties interested in using the asset or requiring additional information. Click on the Consumers tab.

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The Consumers tab details any Applications or Users/Groups which use the asset. Press the “Add Application” button then select an application to populate the table. Likewise, press the “Add Users/Groups” button then select a user or group to populate the table. Delete an existing application or user/group by clicking the checkbox next to the application or user/group name and pressing the “Delete” button in the corresponding section.

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After clicking the “Add Users/Groups” button, a popup displays prompting the steward to search for the user(s) or group(s) they wish to add. Adding is accomplished by clicking the checkbox next to as many users or groups as desired and pressing the “OK” button. After pressing OK the users or groups are added to the table. Click on the Permissions tab.

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The Permissions tab details all users and groups who have access to the asset. Users can be restricted as to which tabs they can edit and which tabs they can view. After pressing the “Add Users/Groups” button the steward is presented with a popup of all the users and groups which currently exist within OID. The steward can select as many users or groups as they desire then press the “OK” button. The selected users and groups then display in the table. If the Guest user is not specified on this tab then the asset is not viewable to the public.

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After selecting users or groups, the steward can refine the permissions on a tab by tab level. Any user with modify access to a tab will be able to change metadata fields as if they were the asset steward. Delete an existing user or group by clicking the checkbox next to the user/group name and pressing the “Delete” button.  Permissions are granted automatically after proceeding through the review process. After an asset becomes approved, the asset is viewable to all users unless the available for public display flag is set to No. If an asset is not available for public display then it will be viewable to all authenticated users. Any assets that require further restrictions should not be registered in RCS. Click on the Versions tab.

The Versions tab displays each version of the asset. The System Version will append by a 1 digit (1.0, 2.0, 3.0, etc) for each user created version. A new version of the asset is created by pressing the “Add Version” button. This will create a new asset that is an exact copy of the existing asset (with the new version number as specified). Delete an existing version by clicking the checkbox next to the system version column and pressing the “Purge” button. Revert to a previous association by clicking the checkbox next to the system version column and pressing the “Revert” button. Click on the Subscriptions tab.

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The Subscriptions tab can only be populated when a User/Group selects the Notify Me option from the Actions menu. Every user listed in the Subscriptions table will be notified of changes to the asset through the RCS inbox and via E-mail. Click on the Audit Log tab.

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All changes to the asset are captured in the Audit Log tab. Comments are provided for standard actions but the user can also make comments if needed for the audit log. Click on the Object-Specific Properties tab.

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Properties are added to the table by pressing the “Add Property” button to generate a popup and entering some basic information. Delete an existing property by clicking the checkbox next to the property name and pressing the “Delete” button.

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The Add Object-Specific Properties popup asks for the Name, Namespace and Values of the property. Only the Name field is required. After entering a name and pressing the “OK” button, the property is added to the asset. Click on the Classifications tab.

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The Classifications tab populates with all the taxonomies associated to the asset. Object Type is a generic taxonomy that automatically populates with the asset type of the asset. Add a classification by pressing the “Add Classification” button to open the Add Classification popup. Delete an existing classification by clicking the checkbox next to the classification/taxonomy name and pressing the “Delete” button.

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The classifications can be several levels and can be assigned at any level. Assign a classification by clicking on the classification name then pressing the “OK” button. After pressing OK the classification is added to the table. Only one classification can be added at a time. Click on the Associations tab.

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The Associations tab is used to tie assets to each other. These associations can be made between assets of the same asset type or between assets of different asset types. These associations can be seen graphically by selecting Impact Analysis from the Actions menu. Add an association by clicking the “Add Association” button to open the Add Associations popup.

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Specify the direction of association as either Incoming or Outgoing then select the desired association type. There is an extensive list of association types offered but it’s recommended to keep the associations simple. Try to use the more common association types (ProvidedBy, RelatedTo, Replaces, Supersedes, Uses, etc.) when possible. After selecting the direction of association and association type, use either a keyword or advanced search to find the desired asset. Select the asset by clicking the checkbox next to its name then press the “OK” button.

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After entering the associations they display in the table under the columns: Name of Source Object, Association Type, Direction of Association and Name. Delete an existing association by clicking the checkbox next to the association name and pressing the “Delete” button.

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The associations can also be viewed graphically by selecting Impact Analysis from the Actions menu.

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The impact analysis shows the assets relationships to the asset in question (orange). External relationships can be expanded to provide details on extended relationships throughout the system. Click on the object in the footer, for example TRI Index 1.0 -XML Schema, to return to the Browse sub-tab for the object.  Click on the External Link tab.

The External Links sub-tab serves as a repository within the asset for additional information. This tab is to capture any links that do not fit within the confines of the metadata outlined in the Basic tab. Add an external link by pressing the “Add External Link” button. Delete an existing external link by clicking the checkbox next to the URL and pressing the “Delete” button.

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External links can be provided via URL or the steward can select a document from the Supporting Document Library if they have added one. Since adding documents to the Supporting Document Library is not recommended, most external links will point to a URL.

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2.2.3 Actions Menu
The actions menu can be reached in multiple ways: Right click on the desired asset on the asset browse (see Figure 2‑4) or search screen(see Figure 2‑46), or click on the Actions dropdown in the upper right corner of an asset details page (see Figure 2‑24).

2.2.3.1 Move

Move an asset by clicking the “Move…” option from the Actions menu (see Figure 2‑28).  The Change Ownership popup displays and a “Change” button is provided for Owner, Submitting Organization, and Providing Organization.  Press the appropriate button to continue to the Export popup. This functionality is only available to CentraSite administrators or asset owners.

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The Export popup displays and warns changing the ownership is a two-step approach.  Begin the process by pressing the “Export and Delete” button to export the asset to an archive and delete the object from the repository. The asset then needs to be imported by the new owner.

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2.2.3.2 Delete

Delete an asset by clicking the “Delete…” option from the Actions menu (see Figure 2‑28). The Delete popup displays.  The popup confirms the deletion of the object.  Press the “Yes” button to delete the object. This functionality is only available to CentraSite administrators or asset owners.

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2.2.3.3 Change Lifecycle State

Change the lifecycle state of an asset by clicking the “Change Lifecycle State” option from the Actions menu (see Figure 2‑28). The Change State popup displays. Click the radio button next to the appropriate state and press the “OK” button. Only valid states can be selected.

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2.2.3.4 Revert Pending State

Revert an asset to a pending state by clicking the “Revert Pending State” option from the Actions menu.

2.2.3.5 Register as Consumer

Register an asset as consumers by clicking the “Register as Consumer” option from the Actions menu (see Figure 2‑28). The Register as Consumer popup displays.

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The Users and Groups popup will display after pressing the “Browse” button next to the User/Group field on the Register as Consumer popup (see Figure 2‑34). To search for one or more users/groups enter the search criteria and the list of matching results will update.  Select one or more users/groups by clicking the checkbox next to the appropriate users/groups and press the “OK” button.

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The Add Application popup will display after pressing the “Browse” button next to the Application on the Register as Consumer popup (see Figure 2‑34). Select one or more applications by clicking the checkbox next to the Applications and press the “OK” button.

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2.2.3.6 Export

Export an asset by clicking the “Export” option from the Actions menu (see Figure 2‑28). The Export popup displays. Press the appropriate checkboxes from: “Include instances for selected categories or types”, “Delete after export”, and “Minimize audit trail”; and press the “OK” button.

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2.2.3.7 Impact Analysis

View the Impact Analysis for an asset by clicking the “Impact Analysis” option from the Actions menu (see Figure 2‑28).  For additional information on Impact Analysis see Figure 2‑25.
2.2.3.8 Generate Report

Generate a report from predefined report templates for an asset by clicking the “Generate Report” option from the Actions menu (see Figure 2‑28). This is to be designed in a future release.

2.2.3.9 Add New Version

Add a new version of an asset by clicking the “Add New Version” option from the Actions menu (see Figure 2‑28). The Add Version popup displays. Enter the appropriate version, and update the change log and press the “OK” button.

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2.2.3.10 Notify Me

Subscribe to an asset by clicking the “Notify Me” option from the Actions menu (see Figure 2‑28). A notification displays stating the asset has been added to My Notifications.

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2.2.3.11 Copy Shortcut

Copy the shortcut for an asset by clicking the “Copy Shortcut” option from the Actions menu (see Figure 2‑28). A prompt displays to save a shortcut to the asset using the browser’s bookmark functionality.

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2.2.3.12 Add to List

Add an asset to a list by clicking the “Add to List” option from the Actions menu (see Figure 2‑28). The Add to List popup displays which allows the user to specify which list on the My CentraSite sub-tab (see Figure 2‑2) they would like to create the shortcut. Add an asset to a list by selecting appropriate list from the Add to existing List dropdown, or enter the new list name in the Create new List and add Entry field. Press the “OK” button.

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2.2.3.13 Add to Favorites

Add an asset to favorites by clicking the “Add to Favorites” option from the Actions menu (see Figure 2‑28). Add an asset to favorites by entering the appropriate name for the entry and pressing the “OK” button. The Add to Favorites popup adds the asset to the user’s Favorites on the My CentraSite sub-tab (see Figure 2‑2).

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2.2.4 Edit an Asset

The steps for editing an asset are exactly the same as Adding an Asset however the user must access the existing asset by clicking on the asset name in the Assets section (see Figure 2‑6). This functionality is only available to CentraSite administrators or asset owners.

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2.2.5 Delete an Asset
Any administrator or the asset steward (of the asset being deleted) can delete an asset. This is accomplished by clicking the checkbox next to the asset Name column then pressing the “Delete” button at the top of the page.

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2.2.6 Asset Search

Click the Search sub-tab under the Asset Catalog tab.  In addition to the Browse functionality, a user can search for assets. The first search option is a Keyword search which scans all metadata fields for matching assets. Click the XQuery tab.

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Another search option is to use XQuery to specify the search parameters. The use of XQuery is only recommended for developers with knowledge of the functionality. Basic users should not need to use XQuery. Click the Advanced Search tab.

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 Through this search, users are able to specify the asset type on which to search and refine the search using additional criteria. The Advanced search allows for multiple clauses using either an ‘AND’ or ‘OR’ modifier. After pressing the “Search” button, assets appear at the bottom of the screen.

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The Asset section in the Advanced search operates exactly the same as the Asset section described previously in the document on the Browse sub-tab (see Figure 2‑4).  Adding assets (see Figure 2‑6) and deleting assets (see Figure 2‑45) is accomplished through the same steps.

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The Summary tab is standard for all XML Schema and provides a quick overview of the asset. All tabs are the same as those covered previously in the document (see Figure 2‑8). The tabs viewable vary based on the permissions granted to the user asset by asset.

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2.2.6.1 Supporting Documents

Click the Supporting Documents sub-tab under the Asset Catalog tab. It is recommended to maintain assets and documents outside of RCS, however, they can be stored in the Supporting Document Library. Press the “Add Document” button to load an asset or document.

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Using the corresponding Folder and File Browse options, select the desired folder path and file for upload. Enter the display name in the Name field and provide a description if necessary. After pressing the “OK” button the file loads to the specified folder.

Reports

Click the Report Templates sub-tab under the Report tab. The Report Template sub-tab lists all the report templates along with the description and organization. Click on a report template to view the properties (see Figure 2‑54). Generate a report by pressing the “Generate Report” button (see Figure 2‑55).

After pressing the Generate Report icon on the Report Templates sub-tab (see Figure 2‑53) the Parameter popup displays.  Complete the required fields and press the “OK” button to generate the report.

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The report displays with buttons to toggle the table of contents, re-run the report, export data, export report, print report, print report on the server, skip to the first page, previous page, next page, and last page, and go to a page number.
